I CAME to Manchester to
take up a new role at The
Standards Board, having

spent most of my life in London. I've really
enjoyed my time in Manchester so far and am
particularly enjoying living in the city centre.

“When I moved, I knew I wanted to live
in the centre — it's something I would never
have been able to do in London because of
the cost. Selling my property in London
meant that I could buy a fantastic ground
floor apartment in an old flour mill in
Castlefield — you definitely get more for
your money on property here.

“Castlefield is a well established
residential area next to canals and some great
bars and restaurants. It’s close to Deansgate
and walking distance from everything you
might need in the city centre.

Some friends
came up recently for the Arsenal - Man City
match. We got the bus down to the stadium
then walked back into town afterwards for
a few drinks. It all feels so easy; the city is
big but very manageable to get around. In
London you could be looking at a two hour
trip to get to the football ground.
